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This MA or PGDip is designed for professionals
already working in or for those who have a strong
interest to work in the community, voluntary or
public sectors. Professionals involved in the
delivery of services to children, young people and
communities are increasingly required by funders
and central government to provide scientific,
robust evidence, to measure the social impact of
these interventions. Responding to this strong
sectoral need, the MA or PGDip in Child, Youth
and Community offers a specific skillset in
programme planning and evaluation. It is a
flagship teaching programme of the UNESCO
Child and Family Research Centre within the
Discipline of Applied Social Science.
