
YOUR LEARN ING AGREEMEN T –  STEP  1 ,  CREAT ING YOUR ACC OUNT 

Please note that data entry will be much easier if you use a laptop or desktop computer rather 
than your phone.  We also recommend that you use Chrome or Firefox,  not IE.  

1 .  Go to   https://www.learning-agreement.eu/ to login. 

2. Click on the Login box and you’ll see this: 

3. Hit “Log in”, and you’ll see this screen:

4. Enter your @nuigalway.ie e-mail address, as in this example.  You’ll see that the e-mail 
address is recognised as belonging to National University of Ireland, Galway. 

When you hit “enter” after typing your address, the 
university name will be highlighted in orange, and 
you simply click on it. 

5. You are now brought to this screen, where you can input your normal University of Galway login 
credentials, like you would for your University of Galway campus account. 



6. When you log in, you see this.  You just choose your preferences and click “Accept”. 

7. Next you see this, so just click “proceed to register”: 



8. Fill in your details here: your name, your @nuigalway.ie e-mail address, and a username 
that must be 4-16 characters long and can contain only lowercase letters (and/or 
numbers, or '_' or '-'). 

Then click the Confirm box to verify that you have read the Acceptable Use Policy, hit Submit, 
and check your e-mail for a message from support@eduteams.org.  You will be asked to verify 
your e-mail address by clicking on a link.   

9. The last step is to put in your personal information.  Please read the notes on the next page 
before you begin.

In the “Date of birth” field, when you click on the month, you’ll be able to scroll easily through 
years and months if you are using a laptop.  This will not be possible if you are using a phone to 
create your account. 

In the “Nationality” field, type the country, e.g. “Ireland”, not “Irish”. 

Field of Education.  You can use the ISCED subject code.  You will find a list of common 
subject codes below, and if none of those seems to match yours, go to this website.   
Alternatively, you can start typing the name of your subject, but make sure that the red text 
you select is the correct subject area.
