Independent Living – making it a reality

1. Keyring Living Support Network
Supported Living Initiative, Athlone - SLI, Athlone

Keyring has been a leader in the development of independent living for vulnerable adults in the UK since the 1990’s.  The Brothers of Charity Services, Roscommon has recently received funding from the Genio Trust to establish a network in Athlone based on this model.  Keyring works in partnership with local authorities and housing associations.  Its innovative model is based Living Support Networks.  Each Network includes nine people with disability and one Community Living Volunteer.  The 10 network members each have their own home and live close to each other.  A vital element of the model is that members are expected to provide mutual support to each other.  This means that people get the opportunity to be valued contributing members of their network and their community.  The Volunteer also supports network members, encourages them to be good neighbours and to become involved in their community.  Network members, family members and Keyring staff will speak about the model and their experiences of independent living.
2. Transformation of Support Services, 
Mary Kealy, Brothers of Charity Services, Clare

Over the past number of years the Brothers of Charity in Clare has changed the way in which it provides support to people.  The focus now is on supping people to access opportunities and services in the community and enabling people to live a ‘real life in a real place’.   Mary will speak about how this transformation has come about and the implications it has for people with disability, families and the community in Clare.
