� The Teaching Council requires students to teach 100 (clock) hours. Based on a class duration of 40 minutes this translates into 165 classes over the duration of the PGDE course


� During the first 2 weeks of School Experience, the School of Education recommends that PGDE students are inducted into their placement schools and introduced to the practice of teaching. Students will have an opportunity to familiarise themselves with their schools and school policies, to observe experienced teachers in their classrooms, etc. It is recommended that teaching responsibilities for student teachers are gradually increased over these 2 weeks.
