(Note:  1. The Term ‘Constituent College’ may be read to refer to 
the constituent Universities of the National University of Ireland 
as defined in the Universities Act 1997. 
  2. A graduate shall hold an appropriate award at level 8 of 
the National Framework of Qualifications; www.nfq.ie/nfq/eu/) 

“The Postgraduate Diploma in Education shall be granted only to a 
person who is:- 

(a) A Graduate of the University, or 
(b)  A Graduate of any other University which the Senate may 

from time to time approve, subject to such conditions as it 
may prescribe, or  

(c)  A student born in Ireland, who has passed any final 
Secondary School Public Examination in Ireland in the 
subjects recognised for Matriculation, or who has passed the 
Matriculation Examination of the University and who has 
completed four academic years of general and professional 
studies in such post-Secondary educational institution as may 
from time to time be approved by the Senate, subject to such 
conditions as the Senate may prescribe, and has presented 
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himself for and passed a qualifying test of B.A., B.Sc., or 
B.Comm. Degree pass standard in at least two subjects of the 
Syllabus for the Matriculation Examination in a Constituent 
or Recognised College. The Senate, when approving such 
Institution, shall define the period during which this approval 
is to continue.” 

 
1. The course for the Postgraduate Diploma in Education may be 

attended by a student who has passed a Degree Examination. 
 
2. During the Session in which (s)he takes the course for the 

Postgraduate Diploma in Education a student may not pursue any 
other academic course except with the special permission of the 
Professor of Education and of the Professor or Professors of the 
other subject or subjects concerned. 
The attention of students is drawn to Regulation 2, II of the 
Teaching Council: 
 “Such diploma or qualification must have been obtained after a 
satisfactory course of training in the theory and practice of 
education accompanied by practice in teaching under supervision 
and extending over a period or periods equivalent to one 
academic year not being concurrent with the time of general 
educational preparation for a degree or its equivalent.” 

3. Candidates for the Postgraduate Diploma in Education will be 
required to teach under supervision and direction for at least one 
hundred hours during the three terms of each Session in which the 
course is taken, in accordance with the rules and regulations of the 
Teaching Council. Students are advised to make arrangements for 
this teaching practice before the beginning of the school year. 
They are also advised not to undertake such an amount of teaching 
as will interfere with their study of the course for the Postgraduate 
Diploma in Education. 

4. Candidates for the Postgraduate Diploma in Education will be 
required to undertake a mandatory period of observation in schools 
over the academic year. 

5. A module in Educational Sciences and a module in Professional 
Studies is examined by Continuous Assessment.  Modules in 
Special Teaching Methodologies are examined by Continuous 
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Assessment.  An Autumn Examination may also be held but this 
Examination will be confined to (a) students who have been 
unsuccessful at a previous examination and (b) students who have 
been prevented through illness from sitting for the examination at 
an earlier date. Honours will not be awarded at the Autumn 
Examination save, in exceptional circumstances, on the 
recommendation of the Board of Examiners. 

6. Candidates must successfully complete all elements of assessment 
and teaching practice within two consecutive University sessions.

Special tutorial sessions, will be offered which 
are designed to support the development of the portfolio and to 
promote the acquisition transferable skills.   
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Candidates will present a portfolio of work to demonstrate their 
capacity for reflective professional practice and the acquisition of 
transferable skills, for a total of 200 marks.   
 
Recognition  of prior learning  
Participants may submit a claim for credit or for exemptions on the 
basis of prior learning. Credit may be awarded for appropriate courses 
taken within the past five years, provided they have not been used as 
part of another award.  Further details available on NUI, Galway policy 
on Recognition of Prior Learning are available on the university 
website.   
 
Candidates are expected to complete all elements of the programme 
within five years of date of commencement. Any application for re-
admission beyond that date will be considered on an individual basis 
and will be at the discretion of the College of Arts, Social Sciences, 
and Celtic Studies.

HIGHER DIPLOMA IN FINE ART  

 
Introduction 
The Higher Diploma in Fine Art is a joint Burren College of Art / 
National University of Ireland, Galway programme, based at the 
Burren College of Art.  It is equivalent to the American Post 
Baccalaureate programme and is known informally as the “Post Bac.” 
 
Title of Award 
Higher Diploma in Fine Art 60 credits ECTS 
 
Mode of Study 
1 year full time 
 
Aims 
The main aim of the programme is to assist graduate students to 
identify their artistic identity and interests and to prepare them for the 
next step in their artistic careers.   
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The Post-Bac provides for three kinds of student: 
 
Students with a first degree (at National Framework of Qualifications 
level 7 or 8; www.nfq.ie/nfq/eu/) in fine art who wish to progress to an 
MFA programme and but have not yet developed their portfolio of 
work and personal artistic rationale to the standard necessary for 
admission to an MFA.  
 
Students who have a good degree (at National Framework of 
Qualifications level 7 or 8; www.nfq.ie/nfq/eu/) in a subject other than 
fine art and who wish to transfer into a fine art educational track by 
progressing to an MFA programme. 
 
Students with a first degree (at National Framework of Qualifications 
level 7 or 8; www.nfq.ie/nfq/eu/) who wish to develop their artistic 
identity beyond undergraduate level for its own sake. For these 
students a Masters degree and its demanding requirements are not an 
appropriate or necessary goal.  
 
Learning Outcomes 
Successful Post-Bac students will: 
 
Produce a final exhibition, the quality of which will demonstrate their 
understanding of fine art practice at the graduate level. 
 
Be able to demonstrate their understanding of critical discourse within 
and related to fine art practice 
 
Be ready for the next stage of their artistic development, either through 
a portfolio of work appropriate to application to an MFA programme, 
or through a body of work providing personal satisfaction. 
 
Programme Content 
Since students whose artistic identity is not yet clearly formed are very 
diverse in their needs, this programme is structured flexibly so as to 
respond to and fulfil that wide range of needs and interests.  Each 
student’s programme is individually negotiated and agreed and 
formally validated in the first weeks of the academic year. This 
structural flexibility distinguishes it from the MFA programme, which 
offers a personally oriented developmental programme leading to 
professional practice.   
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Studio Practice and Critique 1 & 4 
These modules are the core of the programme and take the form of one 
negotiated studies project each semester.  Each student has his or her 
own dedicated studio space to which 24/7 access is available.  
Portfolios preparation and career planning are elements of these 
modules. 
 
Studio Practice and Critique 2, 5, 6 
For those students who need instruction in the mediums of drawing, 
painting, sculpture, photography, mixed media or time arts art a 
number of specialist classes are available in which Post-Bac students 
work alongside undergraduate students.  These classes are most 
suitable for those Post-Bac students who have a first degree in a subject 
other than fine art and who need to acquire specialist skills and 
techniques in the fields of drawing, painting, sculpture, photography, 
mixed media, or time based arts.  
 
An alternative is negotiated studio or location based projects. 
  
Historical and Critical Studies 
Students undertake a research project in a topic of their choice in which 
they research a subject relevant to their studio practice with reference 
to contemporary art and ideas.  Students who wish to progress to an 
MFA and who do not already have a high quality dissertation are 
expected to write a 2000 word essay on the basis of this research.  
Coaching in study and writing skills is available. 
 
The Burren:  Culture and Environment 
The west coast of Ireland provides a unique context for personal and 
artistic development.  This class introduces students to a wide range of 
environmental and cultural studies in the west of Ireland, ranging from 
natural history and geology through archaeology, art history to modern 
history.  This course is invaluable to students seeking an understanding 
of the context of their new learning environment.  Working alongside 
undergraduate students, Post-Bac students explore each week a topic 
that is introduced through a lecture and then explored through field 
studies (one semester only) 
 
In addition to taught classes the above modules are enhanced by The 
Wednesday Session, a group session for all BCA students including 
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visiting artists and group critiques and by gallery and museum study in 
Dublin, with optional additional educational visits to London and Paris 
or another European city.

Course content 
In general, the course will study Adult Education in its various forms, 
especially in the context of the needs of Ireland in the 1990s; 
 principles and methodology of Adult Education; the structure and 
organisation of Adult Education outside Ireland; and the structure and 
organisation most suited to Ireland. In addition, students will 
participate in joint research projects, and they will be given an 
opportunity both to ‘practise’ some form(s) of Adult Education as well 
as to observe others in this activity. 
More detailed information on the course content is contained in the 
syllabuses set out at (5) below. 
 
Course Requirements 
Duration: 2 years (Part-time). 
Attendance: 1 night per week, 3 hours per night, 25 weeks per year, 
plus 2 weekends each year, plus 1 week vacation course. 
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Visits, etc.: In addition, students will make visits (4) of observation to 
formal/informal agencies of Adult Education, and report on each visit. 

Assessment: Assessment will be continuous rather than through formal 
 end-of-course written examinations. The main bases for 
assessment will be: 
(i) two essays/projects each in the Sociology of Adult  
 Education and the Psychology of Adult Education; 
(ii) one essay/project in each of the other areas; 
(iii) a dissertation (12,000-15,000 words); 
(iv) the direction of a seminar in the Sociology and  Psychology of 

Adult Education; 
(v) reports on visits of observation to formal/informal agencies of 

Adult Education.  
 

General 
It is hoped to be able to concentrate on the area of specialism of the 
students during the second year when subjects will be specifically 
related to certain options, e.g. community development, adult basic 
education, health education, etc. Visits of observation, participation in 
research projects together with an evaluation of each student’s practical 
work with adults will be utilised to relate theoretical aspects to practice.  

Syllabuses of Courses 
Sociology of Adult Education: Topics include: Adult Education as an 
institution in society; the environment of Adult Education; agencies of 
Adult Education; role and status of Adult Education. 
Psychology of Adult Education: The aim of this course is to introduce 
students to relevant theories, and research on adulthood and adult 
learning. Learning and teaching in Adult Education will be examined 
under such headings as motivation in adult learning, and learning 
potential. 
Teaching methods in Adult Education: The various teaching methods 
particularly relevant to adult learning, e.g. small group teaching, 
seminars, discussions, role-playing, etc., will be included in a 
discussion of the usual teaching methods in formal school situations.  
Communication theory/group work: This course is concerned with the 
analysis of the process of communication within society. An 
interdisciplinary approach is envisaged. Topics such as the sociology 
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of communications, communications in the home and workplace, the 
mass media, psychological and behavioural aspects, etc. will be 
included in this course. 
Philosophy of Adult Education: The approaches of traditional and 
contemporary philosophy will be utilised in an attempt to understand 
Adult Education both in its content and in its processes. Concepts such 
as adulthood, social change, deprivation, etc. will also be discussed. 
Organisation/Management of Adult Education: Organisation and 
Management theories will be discussed as will be the basic 
assumptions underlying practices in organisation and management 
today. Management theory, structures and organisations’ practices will 
be investigated with special reference to the “education industry”. 
Marketing techniques/skills and their applicability to Adult Education 
will be examined in some detail.  
International Trends in Adult Education: Structures, organisations, 
strengths and weaknesses of Adult Education in countries other than 
Ireland (e.g. England and Wales, Scandinavia, Germany, U.S.) will be 
examined. The approaches of other countries to problems such as adult 
illiteracy, non-participation in educational activities by certain socio-
economic groups, second chance, recurrent education, and paid 
educational leave will be included. 
Research Methods in Adult Education: The aim of this course is to 
introduce the student to the knowledge and skills needed to execute a 
piece of scienti?c research. The approaches and perspectives of various 
types of research, together with the various “tools” of scientific 
research, will be investigated in order that projects, seminars and 
especially the dissertation, are executed to the required standard. 
Adult Education in Ireland: In this section, the history and 
development of Adult Education, in its major forms, in Ireland will be 
examined. Guest speakers from various statutory and voluntary bodies 
will contribute.  
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DIPLOMA IN ARTS (APPLIED THEOLOGY AND 

COMMUNITY DEVELOPMENT) 

 
This part-time course is offered over a two-year period in Galway and 
Ballina.  It is designed for those who wish to earn a qualification that 
will build upon their experience in parish and community development, 
and bring this into dialogue with theology and the behavioural 
sciences. 
 
It will help participants to study and develop a critical understanding of 
their faith.  It will also provide them with insights into the personal and 
community development required so that they can transform their local 
communities. 

 
Objectives 
• To examine the Christian understanding of God's presence in the 

world and the human response to this presence with particular 
reference to the contemporary cultural context; 

• To examine critically the ontological aspects of human existence 
and current personality theories; 

• To examine critically systems theory as applied to communities; 
• To explore the theological understanding of community with 

particular reference to various communities of belief; 
• To recognize the various forms of leadership and to identify the 

personality and situational variables appropriate to their exercise; 
• To relate the various theories of leadership to the exercise of 

leadership in various Christian communities; 
• To explore the knowledge and skills required for the effective 

implementation of needs analysis, project planning and 
development; 

• To present a project which provides an opportunity to integrate 
and evaluate the knowledge and skills assimilated in the 
programme.

Structure and Format 
The course is divided into eight units and is designed to be taught as an 
integrated whole.  Each unit from the human sciences will be taught 
simultaneously with the theological unit which contextualizes it.  Thus 
the unit on Human Development will be taught with Religion and the 
Interpretation of Human Experience Today; Understanding 
Communities with The Development of Christian Communities; 
Leadership with the Theology of Leadership.  The other two units on 
Needs Analysis, Project Planning Development and Evaluation and 
Field Work and Project will provide the opportunity for further 
interpretation of the material studied in the earlier units.  
 
Diploma Award 
The Diploma is awarded (level 7) at the end of year 2 on completion of 
30 ECTS.  Students who have undertaken approved Diploma 
programmes may be granted credit (where applicable) for their 
qualifications when applying for level 8 awards. Such credit where 
granted, will be at first year University level only and will normally be 
limited to a maximum exemption of 30 credits in the first two years of 
part-time degrees. 
 
Duration 
Normally the modules will be conducted one evening per week over 
two years during the university terms - late September to May.  
Occasionally, modules may be conducted at the week-end.  

 
Assessments 
Assessment will be by means of: 
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• Attendance and group participation 
• Written Assignments 
• Evaluation of project and field work 
• Final Integrating paper/examination 
 
Admission to Course 
There are twenty-five places per venue.  Admission is on the basis of 
completed application form and interview. Criteria for acceptance 
include an ability to engage with the course material in an open, critical 
and analytical manner, as well as a capacity for local leadership and/or 
commitment to social development.

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DIPLOMA IN ARTS  

(ARCHAEOLOGY) 

(Ennis, Galway, Midlands and Sligo) 
 
This two-year, part-time programme leading to a College Diploma in 
Archaeology is designed to offer a well founded knowledge of 
archaeology and of Ireland's archaeological heritage. The Diploma will 
be of particular interest to primary and second level teachers, and to 
others interested in the contribution of archaeology to education, local 
studies and heritage tourism. The aim is to introduce students to the 
discipline of archaeology, its historical development, theoretical 
perspectives and methodologies. Students are also provided with a 
broad understanding of Irish archaeology from earliest times, with 
particular emphasis on regional and local studies. 
The Diploma programme comprises lectures on one evening per week 
over two academic years, as well as occasional field excursions and 
project work.  
 
Entry Requirements 
The programme is open to anyone with a strong interest in 
archaeology. No previous experience or qualifications are required. 
 
Number of Places 
Places on the programme may be restricted depending on demand. A 
minimum number of students is required for each diploma cycle. 
 
Availability 
The Diploma is offered on a rotating basis between N.U.I Galway and 
a number of regional centres. Details available on request. 
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Programme Content 
Students are required to taken six modules in this programme, with 
each course having a 5 ECTS credit weighting:

General Introduction 
This distance learning programme is a two-year, part-time course.  
Students are awarded an NUI Diploma in Employee Assistance and 
Social Support upon successful completion of the two-year 
programme.  This programme is designed to enable participants to 
further develop and enhance their understanding, knowledge and skills 
relevant to Employee Assistance and Social Support work practice and 
policy in Ireland. 
 
Intended for 
This programme is particularly suitable for staff working, or intending 
to work, in Employee Assistance Programmes (EAPs).  The course 
provides knowledge and basic training in the skills necessary to fulfil 
the role of Employee Assistance Practitioner.  The programme is 
broadly based in recognition of the very different functions and 
responsibilities allocated to the EAP support role in different types of 
enterprise and organisation. 
 
Learning objectives 
On successful completion of the course, participants will be able to: 
Describe and explain the origins of Employee Assistance and differing 
national approaches to EAP policies, legislation and practice in the 
European Union. 
Demonstrate in their work an ability to use a wide range of 
interpersonal skills appropriate to the needs of their clients. 
Demonstrate the ability to respond with appropriate skills to a wide 
range of frequently occurring workplace problems. 
Describe and advise on different ways of providing EAP services in a 
workplace. 
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Programme content 
Year 1

year (Year 1) focus on the basic knowledge and skills for the practice 
of employee assistance are:

A full set 
of self-instructional learning material is provided at the start of each 
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module.  The time it takes to work through each module depends on 
the individual student. 
 
Assessment 
Assessment is by means of two assignments for each module (a 
learning review diary and an assignment), plus an end of year project 
for each year of the course.   
 
Entry requirements 
Applicants must have reached 21 years of age on 1 January of the 
calendar year of entry.  Applicants should have appropriate experience 
in some area of Human Resources or Employee Assistance and should 
be in a position to undertake course assignments and projects in Human 
Resources or EAP setting.   
 
Course Structure 
The Diploma in Employee Assistance and Social Support is offered on 
a part-time basis (ODL) over 2 years. 
 
A Certificate in Employee Assistance and Social Support will be 
awarded on the successful attainment of 45 ECTS. A Diploma in 
Employee Assistance and Social Support will be awarded on the 
successful attainment of a further 45 ECTS.

(ENGLISH LITERATURE)

DIPLOMA IN ARTS  

(FILM EDUCATION) 

 
Introduction/Programme Rationale 
The Diploma in Film Education is a two-year, part-time programme for 
Evening Arts students at NUI, Galway in association with the Huston 
School of Film and Digital Media. It comprises 48 lecture weeks (24 
per year over two years) in which 6 different (24 hours) modules are 
taught. Three modules are offered each year – 15 ECTS per annum. 
The modules are examined by a combination of written exam and 
continuous assessment at the end or during each semester. The course 
is designed to offer an introduction to the academic study and teaching 
of the medium. Along with a historical overview of the industrial and 
aesthetic development of film, the course is structured around discreet 
modules that concentrate on specific national cinemas from theoretical, 
artistic and cultural points of view. In addition, the course offers 
modules that concentrate on the teaching of film within second-level 
education. 
 
The various modules focus on the technological and cultural factors 
that gave rise to the birth of cinema in Europe and America, the 
aesthetic development of the medium and the development of Irish 
cinema (including sociological considerations and the role played by 
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foreign film companies). A number of key concepts in film studies – 
structuralism, feminism, genre etc. – are selected and applied to 
examples of American and French cinema, attempting to expose and 
explore the structures and suppositions which underlie the development 
of film in these countries. 
 
An initial Diploma in Film Studies was offered in 2002-2004, but to 
widen its target market the diploma has been amended to include a film 
education focus. With the introduction of a film module in the English 
curriculum for the Leaving Cert, many teachers are seeking to develop 
new strategies to teach film studies without simply treating the films as 
literary texts. In addition, film has been introduced to the primary 
school curriculum. Recognising that, this course includes two modules 
on film education. These modules introduce students to various 
approaches to delivering classes on film analysis. This will be the first 
course of its kind in the country and, as such, should prove popular. 
 
Aims and objectives 
The film studies programme seeks to introduce students to the key 
historical and contemporary debates surrounding cinema. Through a 
programme of screenings, lectures and seminars we will examine 
questions that have remained constant and central in these debates: is 
the film world realistic or natural? Does film have a language unique to 
itself? Can film be compared with other art forms? Is the cinema an art 
form or mere entertainment? Can one speak of a national cinema in the 
same way one might speak of a national literature? Our emphasis will 
be on the film text, mindful nonetheless of the context in which the 
medium is produced and consumed. If film is, as Alfred Hitchcock 
claimed, ‘Life with the dull bits left out,’ we would wish to ask not 
only ‘Whose life’ and ‘What has been left out’ (or, more importantly, 
included), but also what is the effect of these choices and why were 
they made? 
 
Target Market 
The course is particularly suited for mature students or students who – 
for reasons of work, travel or family arrangements – can only attend 
evening courses. While it will be of interest to school teachers who 
must cover the film module in the English course or in primary school, 
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it will also have much to offer those with a general interest in the 
historical, cultural and theoretical aspects of film. 
 
Entry Requirements 
The Diploma is open to anyone with an interest in film and its critical 
reception. 
 
Learning Outcomes 
Diploma in Film Education students will be trained in systematic 
research and critical deliberation of the key aspects of film analysis. 
They will develop their ability to engage in theoretical, abstract and 
formal analysis over the two years of study. This will, in turn, hone 
their diagnostic and linguistic skills. 
 
Teaching and Learning Methods 
The Diploma programme comprises screenings, followed by lectures 
on one evening per week over two academic years. 
 
Methods of Assessment and Examination 
Overall assessment is made on the basis of continuous assessment 
during each module (worth up to 50%), plus a written examination at 
the end of each module (worth a minimum of 50%). In the final 
module, ‘Film Education (2)’, marks will be allocated as follows: 
Presentation/ Teaching Practical (25%) and end of semester exam 
(75%). 
 
Diploma Award 
The Diploma (30 ECTS) is awarded at level 7- reference NQAI 
framework. Students who have undertaken approved Diploma 
programmes may be granted credit (where applicable) for their 
qualifications when applying for level 8 awards. Such credit, where 
granted, will be at first year University level only and will normally be 
limited to a maximum exemption of 30 credits in the first two years of 
part-time degrees.

The objective of the two-year, part-time programme is to enable 
students with an interest in French to acquire a high level of 
communication skills in the language (oral and written) through a 
variety of practical language exercises.  Great emphasis is placed on 
continuous assessment and feedback to students.  Students will study 
major issues in the contemporary French-speaking world, such as 
immigration, education, culture and politics.  This Diploma is designed 
for those who have some knowledge of the language and the target will 
be to equip students with appropriate written and oral skills in French.  
The teachers will use the communicative method of modern language 
instruction.  He/she will gradually introduce the relevant points of 
grammar to the students and show how these are applied to written and 
oral structures.

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DIPLOMA IN ARTS 

(GEOGRAPHY) 

 
The two-year part-time Diploma in Geography introduces students to 
the processes and developments that have shaped and continue to shape 
the interaction between humankind and its many different 
environments.  The courses on offer provide conceptual knowledge, 
topical insights and regional knowledge, all with a clear focus on issues 
that are relevant within the modern world.  As our globe becomes an 
ever-more integrated and mutually-dependent system, as exemplified 
by issues such as globalisation and global climatic change, such 
knowledge is becoming increasingly relevant for civic and professional 
forms of engagement alike. Different forms of media thus feature 
prominently throughout the course. 
 
The Diploma is intended for anyone trying to understand key processes 
shaping the world that we live in. As such, the course appeals to a wide 
range of interested students, including teachers at all levels. It may also 
interest those working within tourism, journalism and planning or 
others who may require a knowledge of geographical issues for their 
particular service area. Those with an interest in environmental 
processes may find that the Diploma gives them a basis from which to 
engage critically with the contemporary world.  
 
Programme content 
Students learn about fundamental processes and key developments in a 
range of important sub-disciplines during the first year of the 
programme and are introduced to the development of geographic forms 
of knowledge since antiquity. The focus during the second year shifts 
towards more applied and regionally-diverse themes, introducing 
students to a broad range of topics.

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DIPLOMA IN ARTS 

(GERMAN) 

(Galway) 
 

The Diploma in German provides an introduction to the basics of the 
German language, and is designed for those who have little or no 
previous knowledge of the language.  It aims to equip students with 
appropriate written and oral skills in German.  Great emphasis will be 
placed on teacher-student interaction, continuous assessment, written 
assignments and feedback to students.  Students will begin with the 
basic elements of German grammar and vocabulary and will progress 
to the study of a selection of social and cultural issues in the 
contemporary German-speaking world. 
 
The teacher will mainly use the communicative method of modern 
language instruction.  He/she will gradually introduce the relevant 
points of grammar to the students and show how these are used in 
written and oral German.  Each three-hour teaching session will be 
divided between formal language tuition, grammar, comprehension and 
oral skills.  By the end of each Semester, students should have learned 
to converse on, and comprehend, a variety of topics in situations that 
are normally encountered in a modern German-speaking environment. 
 
The Diploma programme will consist of lectures on one evening per 
week over two academic years (part-time).  The academic year consists 
of two semesters of twelve weeks.  Each lecture night is a three-hour 
session (6.30 - 9.30 p.m.) giving a total of 72 teaching hours over the 
academic year.  Each three-hour session will be divided between 
formal language tuition, grammar, comprehension, civilisation and oral 
skills. 
 
Entry requirements 
There are no formal entry requirements. 
 
Number of Places 
Places on the programme are restricted to 25. 
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Availability 
The programme runs in two-year cycles.

The programme is a part-time one given over two academic years.

DIPLOMA IN ARTS 

(HISTORY) 

 
This two-year part-time Diploma in History seeks to analyse and 
explain the development of human society over time. The history 
modules are very broad, covering a range of chronological periods, the 
historical experience of different countries, major themes in human 
society and the processes of cultural change over time.  The Diploma 
seeks to introduce students to the nature of historical knowledge, the 
key role of history in shaping social and political attitudes, the 
significance of history in building our perceptions of ourselves and 
others, major historiographical controversies/debates and recent 
advances and changes in the study of history. 
 
The Diploma appeals to those with keen interest in history and the 
historical developments of the past over a number of centuries and 
from the perspective of different  countries.  It may also be of interest 
to those working within heritage centres and the tourism industry who 
may require a knowledge of history and cultural issues for their 
particular service area.  Equally, it may be of interest to teachers, both 
primary and secondary, who wish to refresh their knowledge of history 
for classroom teaching.  
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Programme content 
The programme modules focus on specific periods in history. The 
programme introduces some new approaches to history and also 
introduces a number of key themes and concepts in history including 
revisionism, oral history, gender history and war and society.

DIPLOMA IN ARTS  

(IRISH MUSIC STUDIES) 

 
This programme provides an integrated interdisciplinary introduction 
to the ways in which music and literature have contributed to the 
creation of identity among Irish communities on the island of Ireland 
and beyond. The course will investigate the ways in which Irish writers 
in Irish and English and those involved in the dissemination and revival 
of Irish traditional music and dance were actively involved in the 
formation and reformation of modern Irish identities. It will provide 
insights from music, dance, poetry, television and film of the ways in 
which Irish performers and writers have been actively involved in 
imagining and re-imagining Ireland from the eighteenth century 
through to the present.  
 
On completion of the course, students will have a critical knowledge of 
the ways in which Irish music and literature have contributed to the 
construction of identity and how they act as dynamic vehicles for 
cultural expression. 
 
Entry Requirements 
The course is aimed primarily at non-traditional mature students and 
will be of particular interest to anyone with an interest in modern Irish 
culture and music.  This part-time programme involves one evening of 
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lectures each week over two academic years as well as coursework and 
examination at the end of each Semester. While there are no pre-
requisites for admission to the Diploma in Irish Music Studies, students 
will be expected to have an informed interest in modern Irish culture 
and a considerable degree of self-motivation.  No previous knowledge 
of Irish music or the Irish language is required. 
 
Number of Places 
There is no restriction on the number of students who may register for 
this programme. 
 
Availability 
Delivered on a cyclical basis.

This Diploma is 
designed for those who have no previous knowledge of the language 
and the target will be to equip people with appropriate written and oral 
skills in Italian. The teachers – including a native speaker – will use the 
direct method of modern language instruction. He/she will gradually 
introduce the relevant points of grammar to the students and show how 
these are applied to written and oral structures. By the end of each 
week/semester/and year students should be able to converse and 
comprehend a variety of topics and situations that are normally 
encountered in everyday situations at home or abroad. 
 
The Diploma programme consists of lectures on one evening per week 
over two academic years. The academic year consists of two semesters 
covering twenty four weeks. Each lecture night is a three hour session 
(6 – 9 pm) giving a total of 72 teaching hours over the academic year. 
Each three hour session will be divided between formal language 
tuition, grammar, comprehension and oral skills. 
 
Entry requirements 
There are no entry requirements.

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areas are not only essential for philosophy as an academic subject, but 
for the education to enlightened citizenship in general. 
 
After taking the Diploma students may wish to continue their studies in 
philosophy. NUI, Galway offers an undergraduate BA degree in 
philosophy. Diploma students may also go on to take other courses in 
Arts and Humanities where critical insight and problem solving skills 
will be necessary. An education in critical thought is also useful for 
careers in print and electronic journalism, theology, the arts, political 
engagement, and community involvement. Philosophy is also itself a 
key component of personal development and the pursuit of wisdom.

The programme is suitable for students with an interest in philosophy, 
philosophical ethics and principles and how they impact on our daily 
lives.

Intended For 
This course is not intended for persons seeking a professional 
qualification, but will provide good grounding in psychological theory 
as it applies to counselling, and in counselling theory.    There will also 
be ample opportunity to practice and experience counselling with 
fellow students.   There is considerable emphasis on the use of 
opportunities for personal growth.

Entry Requirements 
Entry to the two year Diploma in Social Care programme is open to 
students who have previous experience in care work. Students may exit 
the programme at the end of year one having completed the 
requirements for the Certificate in Social Care offered by the 
Department of Health Promotion with the Office of Adult and 
Continuing Education. Entry to the second year of the Diploma is open 
to those who have completed the first year, obtaining an average mark 
of or in excess of 60%. Entry to the Diploma is also open to students 
who have undertaken courses in Social Care deemed by the Arts 
College to be equivalent in content and standard to the Certificate in 
Social Care.  
 
Number of Places 
The number of places on the course is restricted.  
 
Availability 
The course is offered every year, subject to there being a sufficient 
number of suitable applicants. 
 
Programme Duration 
The Diploma is a two-year, part-time programme, the Certificate in 
Social Care comprising year 1 of the programme.  
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Programme Content 
The programme comprises three components: course modules, 
seminars and work placement.  One seminar is offered each semester, 
with a two year cycle of seminar topics.

DIPLOMA IN ARTS  

(SPANISH) 

The Diploma in Spanish is designed for those who have little or no 
knowledge of the language; its aim is to equip students with essential 
oral and written skills in Spanish.  It is anticipated that, by the end of 
the course, students should be able to engage in conversation on a 
variety of topics and deal in Spanish with a range of situations 
encountered in everyday life in Spain.  
 
The Diploma course consists of a two-year, part-time programme 
which includes an introduction to the basic grammar of Spanish and 
regular practice in written and oral skills.  It also includes the 
development - in language laboratory classes - of competence in aural 
and comprehension skills and in correct pronunciation.  
 
The course will include a series of lectures on aspects of the history 
and contemporary society and culture of the Spanish-speaking world.  
 
The Diploma programme will consist of lectures on one evening per 
week over two academic years.  The academic year consists of two 
semesters of twelve weeks. Each lecture night is a three-hour session 
(Thursday, 6.30-9.30 p.m.) giving a total of 72 teaching hours over the 
academic year.  Each three-hour block will include formal language 
tuition and exercises in comprehension and oral skills.  The history and 
civilisation lectures will commence in the second Semester of the first 
year.  
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Entry Requirements  
There are no formal entry requirements.  The programme is open to 
those who have completed second level education, third level 
education or those with other suitable qualifications.  
 
Number of Places  
Places on the programme are restricted to 40.  
 
Availability  
The programme runs in two-year cycles.  
 
Programme Duration  
The programme is a part-time one, given over two academic years.

In response to the interest of the adult learner for a broad-based, liberal 
studies education, a Certificate in General Studies has been developed 
which covers a broad range of disciplines within the humanities area.   
This certificate programme may be used as a stand-alone award or as a 
mechanism to progress to a more substantial programme of study.   The 
programme includes a range of individual modules which have been 
approved by their designate department with the Certificate in General 
Studies being awarded to students on successful completion of three of 
these modules.   
 
Intended for 
The programme is intended for participants who have an interest in the 
humanities area and wish to pursue a programme of study for either 
professional or personal interest reasons.  The Certificate programme 
enables this target group to explore a number of subjects within the 
humanities area at introductory level, and guides them in making 
informed decisions as to what areas they would be interested in 
pursuing at diploma or degree level should they so desire.    
 
Entry Requirements 
There are no specific entry requirements for the programme, however 
candidates who are interested in progressing to full-time or part-time 
degree programmes must meet the University’s entry criteria and/or 
Matriculation requirements for such programmes.  
 
Programme Objectives 
The proposed programme of courses is designed to: 
 
• Provide students with an introduction to a range of humanities 

programmes at  foundation level according to their personal 
interests or educational needs;

Materials will be specifically designed for independent study, 
are self-explanatory and will be supplemented by textbooks and other 
material as appropriate. Students will have access to the James 
Hardiman Library at NUI, Galway and to the Dayton Memorial Library
