The ILC programme provides an introduction to Irish life and culture through the
disciplines of Irish, English, History, and Political Science and Sociology, with a
particular emphasis on twentieth-century Ireland. Students will be provided with
an overview of Irish history and a survey of changing patterns in Irish society as
well as a critical reading of key literary texts in both English and Irish. The Irish
language material will be presented and studied in translation.
