HETAC Diplomas 

or HETAC B. Eng (ordinary)
Bachelor of Engineering Courses in Civil, Environmental, Electronic, Electrical & Electronic, Electronic and Computer, Sports and Exercise, Mechanical, Biomedical, and Energy Systems Engineering, Engineering Innovation - Electronic and BSc in Project and Construction Management .

Third Year Entry:
The minimum attainment required of holders of HETAC qualifications seeking admission to Third Year of the Degree Courses in the College of Engineering & Informatics is a Distinction in an appropriate National Diploma/Level 7 Degree.
Second Year Entry:
The minimum attainment required of holders of HETAC qualifications seeking admission to the Second Year of Degree Courses in the College of Engineering & Informatics is Merit in an appropriate National Diploma/Level 7 Degree.
Candidates are advised that the attainment of any of the qualifications outlined in the above guidelines does not oblige the College of Engineering and Informatics to accept their application for entry into any of the degree programmes listed above.  In some cases candidates holding Distinction in a National Diploma/level 7 Degree may be offered a place in the Second rather than the Third Year of Degree Courses.

Application:
Application must be made directly on an official application form (copy herewith) to the Admissions Office, National University of Ireland, Galway, together with an original transcript and a photocopy of Birth Certificate (Baptismal Certificate not acceptable).  
 It is the applicant’s responsibility to forward directly to the Admissions Office (Transfer), an original detailed transcript, including the overall result in percentage terms, marks for all subjects taken and examinations presented at the Institute of Technology


Repeat results of Autumn will not normally be considered.
