Inflammation Pathway Signalling in Prostate Cancer Progression.

This NUI Galway Foundation funded project involves the investigation of the role of inflammation pathways including S100A proteins and Toll-Like Receptor Signalling, Nitric Oxide and Prostaglandin signalling in prostate cancer progression.  The aim of the project is to identify pathways which promote prostate cancer progression, with a view to identifying new therapeutic targets for the treatment of prostate cancer. It is hoped that this project will lead to new therapeutics for the treatment of prostate cancer. 

The successful applicant will work as part of a dynamic research team in a collaborative environment under the supervision of Dr. Sharon Glynn and Prof. Frank Sullivan. The successful applicant will present work at several national and international conferences during the course of the project. 

Project collaborators: Prostate Cancer Institute (PCI, NUIG); National Institute for Biomedical Engineering Science (NCBES, NUIG); Galway University Hospital (GUH); National Cancer Institute (NCI, USA).
Eligibility: Applicants should hold a 1.1 or 2.1 honours degree in any relevant discipline in the biological sciences such as biomedical science, biotechnology, etc. Prior experience of cell culture techniques, western blotting, PCR, microarray gene expression, immunohistochemistry and statistical software (Excel, GraphPad, STATA) would be an advantage.  

Funding: PhD Scholarships at the Prostate Cancer Institute provide for a stipend of €16,000 per annum over a maximum period of four years. The stipend of €16,000 is expected to cover living expenses for students plus all additional costs associated with undertaking a PhD. Fees will be paid for eligible candidates. 
Start Date: Successful candidates will begin in December 2010.
