Leave of Absence (5.8.6) – Approved 

A review meeting with representatives from all Colleges, in relation to Annual Yearly Progress Reports, have proposed in the context of research degree programmes, that the definition of a Leave of Absence would be leave of duration of more than 1 month 

Section 5.8.6 of the University Research Degree guidelines states in relation to ‘Leave of Absence’  “Leave of absence for reasons such as ill health is granted according to an agreed local procedure.  Only formally granted ‘leaves of absence’ are subtracted when completion times are being calculated. Requests for leave of absence should be submitted to the College for approval”.  There is also reference in the IUQB Good Practice in the Organisation of PhD Programmes in Irish Higher Education (June 2009) to “formal de-registration” – extract below.
Completion time: The completion time for a PhD degree is: 

The time between initial registration of the student for a PhD degree or a research Master’s degree (where the student transferred to the PhD register subsequently) to; 

The time when the final corrected thesis has been accepted by the Institute, less; 

Any period of formal de-registration (such as, for example, certified illness, maternity leave etc.) where such de-registration is permitted by specified institutional regulations.

Research Masters Thesis - Approved

Council decision on 26/4/10 for all Research Masters theses – extract below. 

 “It was suggested that instead, the process for the MEngSc Degree should be exactly the same as for the PhD: to submit 3 soft-bound copies and a hardbound one after examiner-requested changes have been implemented. 

The College considered this proposal and recommended to Academic Council that it be adopted. In the longer term, consideration by the relevant university authorities of a move to submission of thesis in electronic format should continue.

Decision: The Council adopted the recommendation that the requirement be amended to submission of three soft-bound copies, with the hard-bound copy to be submitted only after any changes required by the examiners had been implemented.  The Council further decided that this amended requirement apply to all Research Master theses, not just to MEngSc theses”
To Note:  The Council decision should be implemented for students who submit this academic year, given that it is to the student’s benefit.  This provision to be included in the ‘updates’ to university research degree guidelines – Appendix 3 “Current General Information Document on Research Master Degree”.

CANDIDATES WHO INTEND TO PRESENT A DISSERTATION FOR THE
PURPOSE OF A HIGHER DEGREE
MASTERS THESIS LAYOUT (Research Degree)
1. A thesis must be submitted in the registered name, i.e. the name on the student's ID card, which reflects the name on the student's birth certificate. The thesis will not be accepted by the Examinations Office unless the name on the thesis is exactly as registered. (i.e. shortened versions of names or names translated into other languages will not be accepted)

2. There must be a title page which will have the following information:

a) The full title of the thesis and the subtitle, if any.

b) The total number of volumes if more than one and the number of the particular volume.

c) The full name of the author, followed, if desired, by any qualifications and distinctions.

d) The qualification for which the thesis is submitted.

e) The name of the institution to which the thesis is submitted.

f) The College, school, discipline or organisation in which research was conducted.

g) The month of the year of Submission.

h) Name Head of the school/discipline.

i) Names of the Supervisor of the research.

3. The title should describe the content of the thesis accurately and concisely.

4. The table of contents shall immediately follow the title page.

5. The text must be printed, typewritten or otherwise reproduced on good quality size A4 paper, minimum 100 grams, text printed on one side of the page only on cream or white paper with a left-hand margin of one-and-a-half inches. Double or one-and-a​half spacing is recommended. Copies must be bound and numbered consecutively, page numbers to be located centrally at the bottom of the page.

6. The front cover should contain the following information:

Title of Thesis

Name of Candidate

Programme Title e.g., (M.Eng.Sc., M.A., M.Sc.)

Year

7. The Spine of the Thesis should contain the following information:

Name

Year

Programme Title e.g., (M.Eng.Sc., M.A., M.Sc.)

8. The work shall be accompanied by a short summary of the contents and a bibliography of the works consulted in its composition.

9. All copies of works so presented shall remain the property of the University.

10. The Senate has decided that work on which a Degree in the National University of Ireland, or elsewhere, has already been obtained should not be accepted as the main work for a subsequent Degree. It may, however, be accepted as supplementary work.

11. Candidates will be supplied with a form stating.

“I hereby agree that the copy of my thesis deposited in the Library should be available for consultation under conditions laid down by the Head of the School”. Candidates will be invited to complete this form when lodging the thesis for the Degree.

MASTERS THESIS SUBMISSION

1. Candidates for Higher Degrees must register with the Admissions Office at the beginning of the Academic Year.

2. The Thesis will not be accepted by the Examinations Office unless the name on the thesis is exactly as registered. (i.e. shortened versions of names or names translated into other languages will not be accepted)

3. For Higher Degrees three softbound copies of the dissertation should be submitted to the Examinations Office no later than the dates below. The hardbound copy should be submitted to the Examinations Office after the required corrections are made and signed off by the Supervisor/Internal Examiner. The hardbound copy will be required for Library use (the thesis is submitted to the Library after the graduation). The student will not receive a result and the students name will not be put forward for graduation until the hardbound copy of their dissertation is submitted. The binding shall be of a fixed kind in which leaves are permanently secured. A Summary or Abstract not exceeding 300 words is also required.

5. Upon submission of thesis to the Examinations Office, one copy distributed to the External Examiner, one copy is distributed to the Internal Examiner and one copy of the thesis is distributed to the Supervisor.

6. For Winter Graduation, where the submission date of 20th August 2010 is not met, candidates undertaking Research Programmes may submit their thesis up until 30th September 2010 without incurring Write-Up Fees, however, unless the extern’s report is returned to the Exams Office by, 11th October 2010 at the latest, the candidate will not be able to graduate at the Winter Conferring 2009/2010. In this instance the candidate will be conferred at the next Graduation. Students would be advised to adhere to the thesis submission dates set by their Head of School/Disciplines.

0. After correction of the thesis a short report should be prepared by the Extern Examiner, in consultation with the Internal Examiner(s), with a choice of the following recommendations:

a) Award

b) Award but insist on corrections:

c) Reject but permit submission of a revised thesis

d) Reject (with no recommendation as to re-submission)
