How Can I Study Italian:

BA (Global Experience)
First year students take Italian and two other subjects from a wide choice available in
the College of Arts, Social Sciences and Celtic Studies.
In second year and final year students choose to continue with two subjects, one of
which is Italian. Students spend their third year studying at a third-level institution
abroad or on an approved placement overseas. A three-year degree is also available
and this option is discussed with the Head of Discipline in the first year of the degree.

BA (Global Languages)
This degree programme aims to produce graduates with a high level of competence in
at least two languages. You can choose from French, German, Irish, Italian and
Spanish. French and Irish are available at post-Leaving Cert level, Italian is available at
Beginner level, and German and Spanish are available to both Beginners and post-
Leaving Cert students. This innovative language programme also offers additional
minors in Translation and Linguistics, Media and Technology, and Cultural Studies,
allowing for increased specialisation in these strands over the course of the four-year
programme.
