Applications are invited for an appointment as Director of Teacher Education in the School of Education at NUI, Galway.

The School of Education at the National University of Ireland, Galway offers a range of initial teacher education and continuing professional development programmes. At graduate level, the School provides the Professional Diploma in Education (PDE) and the Dioplóma Gairmiúil san Oideachas (DGO), for education through the medium of Irish.  In collaboration with the School of Mathematics, Statistics and Applied Mathematics, the School of Education offers a concurrent, undergraduate teacher education degree: the B.A. Mathematics and Education, which qualifies graduates to teach Mathematics and Applied Mathematics to honours Leaving Certificate level in post-primary schools. This programme, which enrolled its first students in 2008/2009, is unique in Ireland and internationally in terms of its specialist focus on the mathematical sciences, and mathematics and applied mathematics pedagogies. For the continuing professional development of experienced, practising educators, the School of Education offers a postgraduate diploma in Special Educational Needs (supported by the Department of Education and Skills), and the Master of Education, which combines coursework with thesis research. 

Research in the School focuses on five themes:
· Initial and professional teacher education 
· Educational leadership 
· Socio-cultural issues in education 
· Civic engagement and community engaged research 
· Science, Technology and Mathematics Education (STEM)

The School facilitates several modes of research study at Master (MLitt) and PhD levels, both full-time and part-time. In collaboration with the School of Psychology, the School of Education introduced its first structured doctorate Learning Sciences), in educational innovation and technology in 2010/2011

The University is now seeking applications for the post of Director of Teacher Education in the School of Education. The successful candidate will plan, organize and develop teacher education in the School.  Successful candidates must present evidence of strong abilities essential to the specific responsibilities of the Director of Teacher Education. These include, 1) providing innovative, collaborative, strategic and skilled leadership for the School's teacher education programmes; 2) supporting the School staff in an increasingly dynamic vision of teacher preparation; 3) engaging school staff in continuous programme evaluation that includes both measurement and evaluation of impact; 4) developing and maintaining partnerships with Post-Primary schools. A doctorate degree in Education and experience in managing Post-Primary teacher education is required. Candidates must demonstrate understanding of the pedagogies associated with effective use of learning technologies and have the ability to establish and maintain effective work relationships with students, staff, post primary schools and the public.  A minimum five years of Post-Primary teaching experience is required and School management experience is desirable. Successful candidates will possess excellent communication and organizational skills and will have experience with data-management technologies.
