In 2008 the College of Arts, Social Sciences, and Celtic Studies launched a suite of new programmes under the label BA CONNECT. These four-year programmes offer all the benefits of a traditional two-subject Bachelor of Arts degree together with a specialist stream which reflect student interests. These degrees have captured the imagination of University applicants nationwide, resulting in an entry-point requirement significantly in excess of the College’s undenominated BA degree. The most distinctive feature of these programmes is the Third Year, given over to the specialism stream, which may be pursued in academic and applied contexts in Ireland and abroad.
