The duration of the post will be for 12 months.

A Masters-level degree in a relevant area of science is essential as is some prior experience of laboratory research involving cell culture.

A background in Immunology is desirable. 

Other desirable skills include prior experience in the isolation of and culture human peripheral blood leucocytes, in performance of immunoassays, in flow cytometry or in the development of standard operating procedures for laboratory assays.
