Interns will be expected to: 
Devote 38 hours per week to the programme for up to ten weeks between June and September, 2012 (precise dates to be arranged with the supervisor).
Attend Research Seminars, Workshops etc. as outlined by their supervisor.
Submit a 5 page research report to the College of Science at the end of their internship period.
During the programme, interns can expect:
Scientific direction and mentorship from a member of academic staff and a research team member.
A stipend of €250 per week for the ten week program.
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
