Day 1 Research Centres

REMEDI
REMEDI combines the technologies of gene therapy and adult stem cell therapy with the aim of regeneration and repair of tissues.  Much of the research effort at REMEDI centres on the use of adult human stem cells in cardiovascular disease, arthritis and spinal cord injury, which are areas of real clinical need.  REMEDI, through its Immunology group, also aims to understand how the body’s immune system responds to transplanted cells and genes, which is critical in developing new therapeutic strategies.

Digital Enterprise Research Institute (DERI)
The Digital Enterprise Research Institute (DERI) is the largest institute in the world developing the next generation of the web known as the ‘Semantic Web’. Examples of research at DERI include investigating technology innovations such as a new desktop graphics interface; enhanced web tools that allow the integration of data stored in different Online Social Networks such as Bebo and Facebook; and using sensors for the remote monitoring of patients. 

The Environmental Change Institute (ECI)

The ECI is a multi-disciplinary umbrella institute within NUI Galway, and is the driver of environmental research at the university.  Examples of ECI laboratories include the Microbial Ecology Laboratory, where we study the various microbial systems for treating different kinds of waste; and in the School of Chemistry, our researchers work with different kinds of fuel cells – devices that generate power using simple chemical reactions or certain types of microbes.

NCBES 

The NCBES is an interdisciplinary research centre that uses a team-based, problem-centred approach to identify innovative therapeutic solutions to current medical challenges. With over 70 academic members and 300 full time researchers, the NCBES has four major priority research areas: biomedical engineering, cancer, neuroscience and regenerative medicine. 

Applied Optics Group

The Applied Optics Group are part of the School of Physics and currently have 25 researchers with a large proportion of them being international candidates.  Our research programmes covers a wide variety of topics in applied optics and imaging science, including smart optics, adaptive optics, optical scattering and propagation, and engineering optics.
